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Abstract: In 1937, the National Central University moved from Nanjing to
Chongging, and Xu Beihong went along with it. During this period, Xu Beihong prepared
the foundation of China Academy of Art, which has the character of academic research.
He employed painters who had certain influence in the field of fine arts in China as
researchers, aiming at studying the art theory and promoting the fine arts creation making
China prosperous. At that time, the hired painters became the founders of China’s fine arts
education. The sorting out of the internal connection between Xu Beihong and Chongqing
is also a demonstration of the establishment of China’s modern fine arts education system.
