Sean Fox: Encrypting Memory
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Abstract: In the age of information and digitization, human memory is made,
compressed and stored by machines. At the same time, they are changed, leaked
and spread easily. Sean Fox’s works use “memory” as a basic point and irreversible
“encryption” as a means to discuss some problems which are often ignored by us, such
as “existence” and “death” . He tries to make the ineffable sense of abstraction into
rooms that are visible, readable, touchable, and destructible, like pieces of a jigsaw
puzzle, and when the viewer tries to decipher the symbols and metaphors that are
deliberately placed in his work, the answer is known only to the viewer.
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
